RULES AND REGULATIONS

Board Amended 10-10-11
Alcoholic Beverages 

Alcoholic beverages are allowed only by the lot owners’ permission.  Each lot owner is responsible for any liability within the Resort growing out of or caused by the lot owner’s use or consumption or the lot owner’s guest(s) use or consumption of alcoholic beverages.  Lake Martin RV Resort Property Owners’ Association, Inc. is hereby held harmless for any acts resulting from or relating to the consumption of alcoholic beverages by lot owners or their guests.

When on common property, alcoholic beverages must be carried in an “opaque” container.

Bathrooms

Please help keep the common area bathrooms clean and turn off the lights when leaving.

Behavior

Rowdy (noisy/disorderly) and abusive behavior is prohibited at all times.

Bicycles

Must have lights on after sundown

Boat Trailer Parking – Spring/Summer: From May 1st  until 3 PM on Labor Day (effective Labor Day 2011) parking of Boats, Boat Trailers, Utility Trailers and/or other Units, are allowed in the following locations ONLY: 1) On property owner’s lot, 2) Rented parking space, 3) Boat Sheds.  Parking of Boats, Boat Trailers, and/or Utility Trailers will not be allowed any where else in the park, to include, along the road in front of the Septic Tank Field Lines, or outside the Main Gate along the Bama Road. 

Winter: From 3 PM on Labor Day until May 1st  Boat Trailers/Boats may be parked in the parking lot near the Office
Temporary trailer parking is permitted in the wooded area on Williams Dr. Be sure your vehicles/trailers do not block the road.  Parking around the gate and Ingram Blvd is prohibited at all times. LMRV will allow trailer parking in an orderly fashion around the perimeter in the parking lot beginning Labor Day at 3:00 pm until May 1st.
Clubhouse

To insure the availability of the clubhouse, it is recommended that member(s) make reservations in advance. A $25.00 usage fee will be charged.  Usage is defined as any member holding an event by invitation that excludes other members. Members using the Clubhouse will be responsible for cleaning after each event. 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Enforcement of Association Rules and Regulations 
Except in situations that are deemed emergencies by the Board of Directors any lot owner(s) who willfully or willingly ignores any rule, covenant, etc, duly adopted by the Association and/or Board of Directors shall be subject to a fine.

Person submitting complaint will do so in writing to any Board Member.  The Secretary will send a letter to the Lot Owner defining the complaint and informing the Lot Owner of their fine as stated below:


1st  Offense - $100


2nd Offense - $250


3rd  Offense - $500

If a violation has not been rectified by the date established by the Board, the Board may institute a lien in accordance with the Association Bylaws pursuant to Article 8, under Compliance and Default.

Entrance Gate

The entrance gate is closed 24/7.  Upon entering your code numbers, please wait until the gate swings open and comes to a stop, then proceed slowly.  This will ensure that the gate will close behind you.  In fact, it would be appreciated if you would take a few moments, after passing through the gate, to stop and visually see the gate closing.  If the gate is not fully open, before proceeding through, the gate will not close automatically.  This leaves the gate open for anyone to enter and creates a security problem.  

Garbage 

Garbage containers have been placed throughout the resort.  Please place your garbage in a plastic bag, secure it at the top and place it in these garbage containers.  Do no leave your garbage along the side of the street or road to minimize problems with ants.  Only household garbage is to be placed in the dumpster.  If you have non-household items for disposal, contact the Property Manager for disposal.

Golf Carts

Golf Carts are the ONLY motorized, non-licensed vehicles allowed in the park (4 wheelers are prohibited).  To operate a Golf Cart in the Resort the driver must be 14 years of age.   If under the age of 14, must be accompanied by someone at least 21 years of age, have a valid driver’s license and be seated in the front seat next to the driver.     

Anyone driving a Golf Cart needs to have the owner’s lot number on the cart in a visible location, preferably front or rear.  The lot number (ie. G4) must be in 3” letters/numbers in a contrasting color to the cart.  

Right-of-way must be given to those walking.  Speeding and reckless driving is not permitted.  Property Owner’s will be held responsible for children driving their carts.  Golf Carts must have lights on after sundown.  

Guests

Lot owners are responsible for the actions of their guests.  

Ice

Bags of Ice are available for purchase in the Snack Shop. The cost is $1.00 per bag.  It is a Self-Service and we ask that you leave your payment by the cash register.
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Laundry Room

Use of the washer and dryer is for Lot Owners and their guests to launder clothes while at the Resort.  Bringing laundry from home to wash at the Resort is prohibited.  A fee of $1.50 is charged for 1 washer & dryer load.

Monitoring Process

If it is brought to the attention (in writing) of the Board of Directors that any of these rules and regulations are not being followed, the Board Secretary will write a letter to the Lot Owner(s) asking for compliance.  The purpose is to insure that the rights of all Lot Owners are protected.

Monthly Assessment

The monthly assessment of $65.00 is due by the first of each month.  We appreciate those of you who pay in advance.  If payment is received after the 10th a $5.00 Late Fee will be assessed for each month late.  Please send assessments to LMRV, P.O. Box 231592, Montgomery, AL  36123.

Parking (Cars/Trucks): In the event you do not have sufficient parking spaces for your guests, the overflow should use the parking area by the office.  Guests may park on neighbor’s lot, only with permission of that lot owner.
There is NO parking on Common Areas, to include, inside the Main Gate and along the road behind Section “E”.

Pets

Pets are not to run at-large.  Dogs must be leashed when off owner’s property (this will allow the use of underground electric fences).  Please clean up after them when they go to the bathroom in the common area or on another’s lot.  Lot owners or guests are encouraged not to allow their pets to swim in the beach area.

Property Improvements

Improvements to property owner’s lots must be approved by the Architectural Review Board. Copies of the Architectural Review Board Guidelines and Standards are available in the Office.  All projects must be completed within 90 days from beginning of project start date.
Quiet Hours

Resort quite hours are from 10 pm to 8 am Sunday – Thursday. 11pm to 8 am Friday and Saturday.
Speed Limit

The speed limit in the resort is 15 MPH.  It is critical that this be observed to keep our children and residents safe from injury.

Trailers
Trailers of all sorts (boat, pwc, utility, etc) must be identified with the owners lot number and should be placed on the trailer hitch or in a plainly visible location that can be easily seen
Watercraft

Property Owners are asked to respect the property (docks and boats) of Resort members.  When leaving/entering a dock or cruising along shore, reduce speed to idle speed to minimize wake action.
